CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with complaints of bad cough, runny nose, drainage and sore throat for the past two nights.

PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient has complaints of cough, sore throat, flu and headache for the past two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension and also has questionable history of schizophrenia listed.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Large intestine and appendix removed.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Blood pressure medicines.

ALLERGIES: TRAMADOL, BENADRYL and other medications not known.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history as above, hypertension and history of schizophrenia.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 99.6. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Without adenopathy. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Without abnormalities. Skin: Without abnormalities. Neuropsychiatric: Without abnormalities.

PLAN: COVID test was performed which was positive. Because of living with his housemate who has a son with cerebral palsy and an elderly mother, the patient was recommended to isolate as much as possible, considering going to local home health for a few days. The patient was given injections of Rocephin and dexamethasone and prescriptions for Medrol, Z-PAK and Paxlovid. He is to follow up as needed with COVID precautions.
