CLINICAL REVIEW: The patient was admitted with sepsis. In the emergency room, she had leukocytosis, tachycardia, and lactic acid level, which as elevated. Her white blood cell count was 25,000. She was complaining of shortness of breath. Blood cultures were positive for gram-positive cocci in clusters on two occasions; first set of two blood cultures showed one out of two bottles positive for gram-positive cocci in clusters. Second set also positive for one out of two sets with gram-positive cocci in clusters. The patient also had rhinovirus positivity. The patient was treated for sepsis from 11/04/2021 to 11/07/2021, and once final blood cultures came back negative, was discharged on oral antibiotics.
