This patient was admitted with sepsis and initially treated with ciprofloxacin. The initial treatment regimen was appropriate based on prior cultures obtained from recent previous admission. However, the dose was adjusted for renal failure and inappropriately reduced to 500 mg every 48 hours. Eventually, meropenem was added based on culture findings, which was appropriate. Issues arose from a management standpoint due to delay in recognizing multidrug-resistant organisms. Unfortunately, there is no timestamp for cultures, which are resistant, when cultures come back with multidrug resistant organisms; final culture reports are released 5 to 7 days after the initial cultures taken. There is no timestamp ever given, so retrospective review is not entirely appropriate under the circumstances. Since we are not sure what management decisions were made at what time for what reason, I cannot fault with Dr. Go in this situation. Antibiotic management was appropriate, however, do think was insufficient and this should have been adjusted by pharmacy due to renal failure.
