This is a patient who was being treated for osteomyelitis issues and management included dirty margins, which was discovered on pathology specimens after the patient was discharged. The patient was originally treated from 11/05/2021 to 11/06/2021 with cefepime and then deescalated to cefazolin and eventually discharged on Augmentin. The so-called dirty margins were recognized on the pathological specimen; however, the results came back after the patient was already discharged. Unfortunately, there is no timestamp on path reports. Path report timestamp usually indicates time when the specimen was received. The timestamp when indicating the final diagnosis is not appropriately stamped and, as such, it is virtually impossible to tell exactly when the pathological specimen was completed. In this particular case, the path report came back after the patient was already discharged.
