This unfortunate patient was admitted from nursing home with severe sepsis, fever, altered mental status and was found to be nonverbal. The patient was suspected of having a possible urinary tract infection; however, urine cultures came back negative. Antibiotics were continued based on the presentation and a clinical diagnosis of sepsis. It should be noted that the blood cultures have relative low sensitivity under certain situations. The patient was found to have clinical signs of sepsis as well as hypoxemia. Although chest x-ray did not initially show infiltrates, a CT of the chest did show associated atelectasis and infiltrates. The patient was treated empirically for sepsis and was eventually diagnosed with pneumonia, was treated appropriately with cefepime.
