This patient was admitted with sepsis and was found to have multifocal pneumonia. Initially, treated empirically with levofloxacin and vancomycin. Blood cultures came back positive for gram-positive cocci, which were later found to be coagulase-negative staph. Vancomycin was eventually discontinued. Multifocal pneumonia can have various causes including viral, bacterial and atypicals. It is unclear from the medical record whether a BioFire test was obtained or Legionella and Mycoplasma were considered. Despite this, Levaquin is an excellent choice for this organism and also covers pneumococcus.
INFECTIOUS DISEASE MANAGEMENT: Appropriate.
ANTIBIOTIC STEWARDSHIP: Acceptable.
ADDENDUM: Pharmacy reviewer did not take into account that the patient was allergic to cefazolin. Other possible choices of antibiotics would have necessitated using a beta-lactam drug, which could potentially have caused allergic reactions. Levaquin was definitely an appropriate choice under the circumstances. In addition, blood cultures usually take three days to five days to finalize. It is unclear from the medical record what the timeline was; however, the antibiotic management was appropriate.
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
