This case, the patient was being treated with IV Zosyn. The patient had positive COVID test and eventually cultures did come back negative. However, it should be noted the white blood cell count was 22,000. This is not usually found in cases of COVID. The possibility of a bacterial infection could not be entirely ruled out until the blood cultures and urine cultures were finalized. I do not see a problem with continuing antibiotics empirically under the circumstances of a white count of 22,000 with no obvious source. The patient was clinically ill, so the clinician deserves leeway under the circumstances.
