This patient was admitted with a fever of 101 and possible sepsis. The source was not entirely clear. Cultures came back with less than 10,000 colony-forming units. The patient did eventually receive 4 to 5 days of IV antibiotic therapy; again, clinician’s choice continuing antibiotic therapy based on clinical picture upon presentation of high fever of 101. It should be reiterated that blood cultures have variable rates of sensitivity and specificity. Therefore, the clinician can assume responsibility for continuation of antibiotic under certain circumstances, which go beyond results of a negative urine culture. I do not see an issue with excessive use of antibiotics.
