Ms. Weise was seen in followup of coronary artery disease, hypothyroidism, and history of depression.

History: Overall, Ms. Weise holding her own. She is not feeling particularly depressed. She had myocardial infarction long ago, but there has been no recent chest pain. There is no dyspnea or nausea. She has hypothyroidism, but there are no specific thyroid symptoms such as alteration in temperature tolerance, slow speech, hoarseness, constipation, dry skin or hair. She does use midodrine 2.5 mg b.i.d. for hypotension. Her blood pressure today was normal.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, arthralgias, headaches, dizziness, abdominal pain, change in bowel habits, or dysuria. 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. She is not ill appearing. Vital Signs: Temperature 97.9, pulse 68, respiratory rate 16, blood pressure 120/80, and O2 saturation 98%. Head & Neck: Pupils are equal and reactive to light. Eyelids and conjunctivae are normal. Extraocular movements are normal. Oral mucosa normal. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation without labored breathing. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No S3. No S4. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. CNS: Cranial nerves grossly intact. Musculoskeletal: Shoulder range of motion is normal. No acute joint inflammation was noted.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mrs. Weise has coronary artery disease and I will continue metoprolol 25 mg twice a day plus aspirin 81 mg daily.

2. She has hypothyroidism and I will continue levothyroxine 25 mcg daily.

3. She has history of recurrent depression. This seems totally in remission. At this point in time, she is not on any antidepressants.

4. She does have some degree of dementia and I will monitor her for any further decline.
