CHIEF COMPLAINT: I was asked to see Mrs. Etue because of stomach pain. She also has history of vomiting and wanting to leave Covenant Glen.

History: Mrs. Etue can speak coherently, but she has significant dementia. She does not seem happy here and wants to leave. She gets abdominal pain when eating and it is especially bad when she eats meat, but when she eats bread she will feel fine. She seems to be able to tolerate vegetables well.

The pain is bit bearable. She is currently pointing just to the right of the umbilical area.

She has hypertension, but that appears to be controlled. She has a mood disorder and anxiety. Currently, she is on Seroquel 12.5 mg daily for delusions and she is on lorazepam 0.5 mg twice a day as needed.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She denies any feeling with fever or chills. Denies visual complaints. She is a bit hard of hearing. She denies dyspnea, cough, or sputum. She denies chest pain or dizziness. Denies abdominal pain, nausea, or vomiting. She denies any acute arthralgias. She states she feels fine physically.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/78, temperature 97.6, pulse 94, respiratory rate 16, and O2 saturation 95%. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft. There is diffuse tenderness just right at the epigastrium and there is a definite pulsation there. Bowel sounds are normal. She did not seem to be in any pain in the upper quadrant or the very lower quadrants. No rebound.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mrs. Etue has pulsation in the abdomen that is fairly anterior just at the level of umbilicus. I will order an abdominal ultrasound without any aneurysm. I do not see any other severe cause of abdominal pain except possibly eating foods like meats. I recommend checking food preferences.
2. She has dementia with behaviors. She continues with lorazepam 0.5 mg b.i.d. as needed and Seroquel 12.5 mg daily. She is on donepezil for memory at 5 mg daily for now.

3. She has hypertension stable and I will continue amlodipine 5 mg daily.

4. There is some mild osteoarthritis and continue to take Tylenol 650 mg as needed.
