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PATIENT NAME:  Susan Bryson

SUBJECTIVE: The patient is a 71-year-old female who is being seen in televisit because she tested positive yesterday for COVID-19.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for:

1. Thyroid cancer status post partial thyroid robotic assisted thyroid resection in Florida last week.

2. Hypertension.

3. Diabetes mellitus type II.

4. Depression/anxiety.

5. History of COVID-19 in November 2021. The patient started having cough one day after her surgery last week and had fever, profuse sweating, and chills. Denies any headache, but she was on pain medication. She had occasional nausea. No vomiting. No diarrhea. She does have shortness of breath, congestion, and cough. She never took a COVID vaccine.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes C-section x2 and back surgery.

ALLERGIES: SULFA.

MEDICATIONS: The patient received monoclonal antibody yesterday. Also, she is taking amlodipine, vitamin C, vitamin D, zinc, and melatonin. She takes bupropion. She was started on a Z-PAK yesterday in the emergency room. She is on losartan, hydrochlorothiazide, and metformin.

FAMILY HISTORY: The patient’s father has had heart disease and diabetes. Mother is healthy and still living. Grandmother had breast cancer.
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SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married and has had two children. No smoking. No alcohol. No drug use. She is a retired. She used to run bread and breakfast in Hawaii. Currently, she weighs 140 pounds.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: Acute SARS CoV-2 infection/COVID-19 syndrome. The patient will be treated with early treatment protocol with ivermectin, hydroxychloroquine, azithromycin, Bromfed DM, prednisone, nystatin, famotidine, vitamin D3, vitamin C, aspirin, zinc, and melatonin. The patient was advised that both ivermectin and hydroxychloroquine are not FDA approved to treat COVID-19 and there are being used as off label. She is willing to proceed with treatment. The patient is going to call us in 48-hours if she does not feel any better. We are going to check her in one week.
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
