As per the records provided, Shawn Burch was seen at Inspira Emergency Room on 11/11/21. He was at work and had a wooden board strike his right middle finger above the first joint. He was noted to have avulsion of the distal phalanx nail bed with a laceration. He underwent x-rays that will be INSERTED. He underwent a tuft repair and was splinted. He was going to follow up with orthopedics and take Keflex and Percocet. His overall diagnosis was distal phalanx partial amputation with tuft fracture.

He saw Dr. Rekant on 11/15/21. He noted x-rays found a distal phalanx fracture. His impression was right middle finger open distal phalanx fracture with displacement, right middle finger nail bed laceration, and right middle finger crush injury. He recommended protective splinting and operative management. He did undergo surgery by Dr. Rekant on 11/19/21 to be INSERTED here. He also had occupational therapy on the dates described. He followed up with Dr. Rekant through 01/03/22. On exam, the digit was stable. There was evidence of early nail regeneration with persistent nail deformity distally. Overall, there was less swelling with near full digital range of motion. X-rays noted further bony consolidation. Dr. Rekant concluded there was sufficient healing to allow for him to return to work in a full-duty capacity. He was going to be reevaluated as needed.

FINDINGS & CONCLUSIONS: On 11/11/21, Shawn Burch injured his right middle finger. He was seen at the emergency room where x-rays identified a fracture. He also had a nail bed injury that was repaired. He quickly came under the hand specialist care of Dr. Rekant. Continued conservative care was rendered until surgery on 11/19/21 to be INSERTED here. Postoperatively, he had additional occupational therapy and frequent follow-up with Dr. Rekant. As of his last visit on 01/03/22, it was follow-up to the right middle finger open reduction internal fixation with incision and drainage and nail bed repair. Exam was fairly good on that occasion and will be rated using the AMA 6th Edition Guides.
