CC: Hemorrhoids.
HPI: A 90-year-old with a history of hemorrhoids. He denies constipation. Last night, I was contacted due to discomfort. Preparation H cream to the anus ordered. He received it last night and this morning and had no complaints about his bottom. Today when I spoke to him with the nurse present, she commented that he was not having any pain with his bottom and I asked about his hemorrhoids and he started saying they hurt, that he had no relief, they were throbbing as he was sitting there. I did encourage him to go lie down as opposed to sitting on his bottom. He otherwise has been at his baseline behaviorally. 
DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia with BPSD, hemorrhoids, atrial fibrillation, HLD, and CHF.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/29/22 note.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated in his wheelchair. He is alert and interactive.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 141/72, pulse 71, temperature 97.4, respirations 19, O2 sat 92%, and weight 168.4 pounds.

CARDIAC: He has an irregular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nondistended. Bowel sounds present.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is in a manual wheelchair. He tends to stoop forward, propels it with his feet, has trace ankle edema, moves arms in a normal range of motion. He is weightbearing for transfers.

NEURO: Orientation x 1 to 2 pending the day. He makes eye contact. His speech is clear. He is contrary and at times difficult to redirect.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Hemorrhoids. Preparation H a.m. and h.s. and with each brief change until issue improved and then p.r.n. The patient denies constipation and staff substantiate his report.
