CC: Right eye irritation.

HPI: An 87-year-old seen in room. She was lying in bed. Her daughter, granddaughter and grandson-in-law were with her. She was talkative and in good spirits. She had had dinner, eaten a small amount and later after I looked at her eye, the nurse came in and she stated that she wanted some coffee with biscotti. I thought she was teasing, but in fact that is what she wanted. Family had bought a canister of biscotti for her, so she had that. She continues to spend most of her time in bed. Family is with her daily throughout the day. She is able to toilet. However, the convenience of using her brief has become more common. As to her right eye, she stated that there was some itching that started it and then that is decreased. No change in vision or eye pain. 
DIAGNOSES: Right eye inflammation, dementia, and sacral pressure sore stage I to II.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/08/22.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient resting comfortably.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 114/60, pulse 60, temperature 98.7, respirations 17, and O2 sat 97%.

HEENT: Right eye lateral aspect appears inflamed. Conjunctivae is reddened, no drainage. No tenderness to palpation or edema. Nares are patent. No anterior cervical LAD.
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CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without M, R, or G.

NEURO: She is alert. She makes eye contact, smiled. Speech was clear. She was interactive and voiced that she felt good.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. Conjunctivitis, right eye. EES ophthalmic ointment 0.5% thin-film a.m. and h.s. x 5 days or until resolved.

2. Sacral wound. It is 2 cm x 1 cm x 0.5 cm. It has a good clean base with evidence of continued healing. 
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
