CC: X-ray followup.

HPI: The patient is a 93-year-old who had acute episode of left shoulder and left hip pain on 07/09/22. The patient has a manual wheelchair that he propels around in his room called for staff and he was having significant pain in his left shoulder and hip. It was not clear whether he had fallen or just hit against the side of the wheelchair when he was being placed in it. X-ray of left hip and left shoulder both reveals no acute fracture or dislocation with no acute findings. In addition, pelvis was x-rayed and negative for any acute change. Today, the patient is out in the day room with his son in his wheelchair. Son is transporting him. He is reported to be generally back to his baseline and initially had some soft tissue discomfort. He does have pain medication Tylenol 650 mg was given initially and Norco x1.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Left shoulder, hip, and pelvis soft tissue sprain imaging negative for fracture or dislocation. Symptoms alleviated with Tylenol and has Norco and appears back to baseline.
