HPI: The patient is a 96-year-old seen in her apartment. She spends her day sitting in a chair watching television. She has her reading materials in front of her most of them are Catholic religious literature. She has an area set up that is a shrine, little Catholic shrine as well. She is pleasant, quiet, and soft-spoken. She is able to use her call light when I asked her to demonstrate. She is very hard of hearing. So, I just do not know if she understood.

DIAGNOSES: Dementia stable, hypothyroid, GERD, insomnia, chronic pain management, DM II, HTN, and urinary incontinence.

MEDICATIONS: Norvasc 10 mg q.d, ASA 81 mg q.d., docusate b.i.d, Lasix 40 m q.d., levothyroxine 125 mcg q.d., metformin 500 mg b.i.d a.c., omeprazole 20 mg q.d., oxybutynin 5 mg b.i.d., KCl 10 mEq q.d..

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: NCS.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is seated quietly. She made eye contact and tried to answer questions.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/78, pulse 84, temperature 97, and respirations 18.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG. PMI nondisplaced.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Fair lung fields. No cough.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 1-2. Hearing and visual deficits impede her communication.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength. She is nonweightbearing. No lower extremity edema.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. DM II. Quarterly A1c ordered.

2. Quarterly note. No significant medical events or falls have occurred. Continue current care plan.
