CC: Quarterly note.

HPI: The patient is seen today in room. Her longtime caretaker was present. She also had a friend visiting her sitting at bedside. I could hear patient breathing from in the living room. The patient has had progression of cortical basal degeneration. She does not have the strength to expectorate sputum or oral secretions at the back of her throat. Her caretaker has bedside suction that she uses only up to the back of the throat. The patient coughed and was not able to assist in expectoration. She was cooperative with exam. She made eye contact with me and she has evidence of weight loss.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is lying in bed. She had gurgling breath sounds even from distance.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 147/85, pulse 73, respirations 16, and temperature 97.0.

HEENT: Her conjunctivae are clear. Moist oral mucosa.

CARDIAC: She has an irregular rhythm. 

RESPIRATORY: Anterolateral lung fields are wet. She attempted to expectorate and was not able to swallow it all this mucous. There was some suctioning of viscous saliva.

ABDOMEN: Slightly distended and nontender. Bowel sounds hypoactive.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Atrophied muscle mass. No edema.

NEUROLOGIC: She made eye contact, did not attempt to speak
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Cortical basal degeneration with progression. She is followed by hospice. She has a full time caretaker. Daughter is aware of her progression and I will just continue to take things on a day-by-day basis.
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
