CC: ER followup.

HPI: A 93-year-old with advanced dementia. She had a fall. She is wheelchair bound propels herself around, attempted to stand and hit her head, sent to the ER and returned with no new orders. She is followed by SunCrest Hospice and has been readmitted. She was seen in the small day room sitting in a wheelchair quiet with other residents watching television. She made eye contact with me when I went to examine her and had a slight smile on her face. She appeared to be in fair spirits without being distressed.

DIAGNOSES: Dementia, dysphagia, history of anal cancer, has colostomy, hypothyroid, HTN, seasonal allergies, GERD, and MDD.

MEDICATIONS: Levothyroxine 100 mcg q.d., lisinopril 20 mg q.d., Zyrtec 10 mg q.d., docusate b.i.d., Pepcid 20 mg q.d., FeSO4 q.d., melatonin 3 mg h.s., Toprol 50 mg q.d., MVI q.d., senna q.d., and Zoloft 50 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE, DEMEROL, MORPHINE, and BACTRIM.

DIET: Regular mechanical soft with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated quietly and was cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 132/66, pulse 70, temperature 97.7, respirations 20, and O2 saturation 95%.

ABDOMEN: Rounded and nontender. Colostomy in place with soft formed stool dark in color.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without M, R or G.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength. Trace ankle and distal pretibial edema.

NEURO: Orientation x1. She just has a blank stare on her face looks about she has verbal ability but speaks only occasionally, cannot give any information.
