HISTORY: This is a 55-year-old gentleman here with pain to his right middle toe. The patient stated this has been going on for approximately four days. He denies trauma. He stated he cut his toenail and may have cut it too short and nicks the skin and it started with a small area of redness, which has now gotten larger and more painful. He states pain is approximately 6/10 increased with touch and range of motion. He states pain is nonradiating and is confined to the lateral surface of this third digit right foot.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 151/86.
Pulse 67.

Respirations 16.

Temperature 96.3.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.
EXTREMITIES: Right Foot Third Digit: Localized erythema, localized edema. No discharge, no bleeding, no fluctuance. Capillary refill is less than two seconds. He has full range of motion with moderate discomfort. There is tenderness to palpation.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Cellulitis, right foot third digit.

2. Toe pain.

3. Obesity.

The patient and I had a discussion about his condition and the importance to keep it clean and dry.

He was sent home with the following medications:
1. Doxycycline 100 mg, he will take one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days, #20.

2. Bacitracin 500 units/g, he will apply it three times daily for 10 days.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
