History: Ms. Espino is a 77-year-old Hispanic female with multiple chronic problems. She recently had a dizzy spell and went to the ER and was found to be in atrial fibrillation. The patient was seen and cardioverted and put on flecainide and Eliquis. The patient stated when she came to see me that she tolerated flecainide well, but she did not tolerate Eliquis 5 mg twice a day because that gave her weakness and she reduced the dose. I told her to double check with the cardiologist as the single doses of Eliquis do not work as good, so she has to take the double dose. The patient states she understands that, so she went and saw the cardiologist again and he stated the same thing, so the patient is back on full dose along with the flecainide and is doing well. She is in sinus rhythm now. We did a Medicare yearly physical today. Rest of the things are as in the chart. Her medication list reconciled.
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
