History: He was seen as a new patient because his last visit was in 2018, today’s date is 07/18/2022, which is more than three years.
Mr. Nicholas Emola is a 38-year-old white male who has been on disability since a car accident in 2013 and he had surgery on both of his legs and knees and he is unable to extend his right toe and we had examined him and I had given him permanent disability. The patient’s permanent disability placard has run out and he came in today stating he wanted to renew it. I took detailed history and found out the patient states he has not seen really anybody else. He is home. He is trying to go to college and get a graduate degree. He states currently he is not in college. He states his father is a builder. He has a good family support. I asked him if he saw anybody at St. Joseph or anything; at that time, he told me that when he was little he was seeing Dr. Damian or somebody else at St. Joseph and he was told he had attention deficit and was prescribed Adderall or Ritalin. He states he saw Dr. Damian about a year or two ago and got some Ritalin. No testing was done, and just based on symptoms, the patient was prescribed Ritalin. I told him we need to do proper testing on him, I have to do labs before I can give him a permanent handicap sticker and the patient is agreeable. A lab slip involving CBC, CMP, lipid, and TSH given. The patient is going to come and do CNS VS testing next week Monday and I will see him in the office in two weeks after his labs are back and then decide to give him permanent disability papers.
The patient was in a motorcycle accident on 05/01/2013 and he fractured his left tibia and fibula, needed emergency surgeries with plates and screws, done by Dr. Wade Whitmer. The screws started breaking and had to have another surgery to pull out the screws and then, he states from 2013 to 2017 he had seven surgeries and his last surgery was in 2017. He also had some neck problem. He had been told he had fractures of vertebrae in the neck, but took some gabapentin and felt better. He had developed chronic pain. He had then gone to Houston to see Dr. Brinker in Houston who used some kind of artificial fixator to do his surgery. The patient was on hydrocodone and gabapentin, but he has weaned himself off of all that.
Rest of the physical is as in the chart. His gait is abnormal. Range of motion of lumbar spine is decreased by 50%. History of neck pain and left hip pain. He is a previous smoker, but currently does not smoke.
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
