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NEW PATIENT EVALUATION

History: Mr. Vaughn is a 61-year-old African American male. He has a complicated history. He has moved here from Corsicana and he states he was under care of a physician for a longtime, Dr. Giselle, till he retired, then he saw another physician Dr. Hall before moving here. The patient states he has not taken any blood thinner for past three years or more. He states only medicine he is taking right now is his diabetes medicine, which is metformin and some gabapentin for a neuropathic pain of his right upper extremity. The patient states apparently he had a deep vein thrombosis in the right leg about five or six years ago and he had to put an inferior vena cava filter on the right side to prevent pulmonary emboli. This is what I understand though I do not have the records and when I told him that if he could give us the address and phone number of the doctors we could try to contact them, but he was not able to do that also. He states he went to St. Joseph emergency room about a month ago with some right arm tingling and numbness, he was told he had right epicondylitis. He states he has had EMGs done on the right upper extremity. He also has gout for past 15 years.

Past Medical History:
1. History of diabetes.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Right epicondylitis and right upper extremity neuropathy.

Operations: Include right inguinal hernia surgery, inferior vena cava filter placed several years ago.

Medications: His medicines at home include:

1. Metformin.

2. Allopurinol 300 mg a day.

Allergies: IBUPROFEN.
Social History: He is single. He does smoke a few cigarettes a day. He drinks four beers a week. He denies use of any drugs. He states he has had a GED and he went to a trade school to become an electrician. He states he had some problems working as an electrician, so he then became a pharmacy technician.

Family History: Noncontributory.

Personal History: He is married. He has no children, but he states now he is separated from his wife. His neck hurts. He has no vision problem. He does not know if he seen an eye doctor or not. He is 61 years old and we asked him about stool iFOB or colonoscopy and he states the insurance was going to send him a stool iFOB kit.

Review of Systems: It feels like he has signed that almost all the symptoms anywhere on the chart. He has marked as having being anxious, depressed, mood changes, problems falling asleep, dizziness, hearing loss, cough, swelling of legs and feet. When I discussed with him, he states he felt if he ever had that then he marked yes, but his main problem is now off and on he gets left leg pain.
When he was in Corsicana, he was taking gabapentin 300 mg three times a day, citalopram 5 mg or 10 mg a day, tramadol two a day, ranitidine twice a day, metformin 500 mg a day, allopurinol 300 mg a day, and Dulera inhaler.
The patient stated he had problem with Humana insurance and he dropped Humana insurance to AmeriGroup and then changed back to Humana. I told him we do not accept AmeriGroup Insurance. He stated he figured out, so he is back on Humana. I told him that being on Humana insurance he will have to follow certain rules of getting labs done, x-rays as I ordered and get me the previous doctor’s name and number when he was in Corsicana because his history seems very sketchy at this time. I told him until I get the records I will not be able to prescribe him tramadol for pain. He understands that. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.

Medical Problems:
1. Type II diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. History of DVT in the right leg several years ago.

5. History of inferior vena cava filter placement on the right side.
6. He has now off and on left leg pains, but there is no swelling of the left leg.

7. History of gout is present.

8. History of tobacco use is present.

9. History of right epicondylitis and possible neuropathy affecting the right upper extremity.

10. The patient is allergic to ibuprofen.
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
