History: Ms. Kellar is an 82-year-old white female who states who was sitting outside on her patio and, when she got up to go inside the house, she almost had a near syncopal attack and her legs were aching, but she came back pretty soon. She felt she was in AFib at that time, but currently she is back in sinus rhythm. The patient feels her blood pressure gets very low at times. To note, she is a registered nurse retired. She has a WATCHMAN device in her heart.
She has:

1. Long-standing hypertension.

2. Hyperlipidemia.

3. Atrial arrhythmias.

4. Chronic back pain.
Her med list reconciled. I did an EKG on her that shows sinus rhythm and sinus bradycardia. I told her that probably it was the rhythm conversion. The patient is on flecainide 50 mg twice a day, but she got off Eliquis because Eliquis gave her significant nosebleeds, but she states after cardioversion, she did not have any episode of AFib. I told her to contact the cardiologist again because of this near syncopal spell, but the best thing I could do would be, if her blood pressure was getting too low, as per her, I could decrease her metoprolol succinate ER 25 mg to half a tablet a day and we will see how she does. The patient understands plan of treatment.
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
