History: Mr. Green is an 83-year-old obese African American male who has multiple chronic medical problems that include:

1. Hypertension.

2. Gout.

3. History of prostate cancer, treated with radiation therapy.

4. Fluid retention.

5. Hyperlipidemia.

6. He has developed severe DJD of the knee and he cannot walk or do things like he used to do because he is a sort of builder himself.

He had consulted Dr. Veazey to see if he could do the surgery or not. Dr. Veazey then wanted to make sure cardiac wise he was okay. He is a high risk, so they are postponing giving any opinion about surgery or not for several months now. Dr. Mitchell saw him for cardiac clearance and he was found to have aortic stenosis also and, however, echocardiogram showed good ejection fraction. So, he was to the point that it may be okay if he could do the surgery. The patient then came to see me and we did some blood work and his creatinine came to 1.84, which is high considering even his weight and his height. So, I told him we must go head and see a nephrologist.

Medications: His med list reconciled. His medications include:

1. Allopurinol 300 mg a day.

2. Atorvastatin 20 mg a day.

3. Furosemide 40 mg a day.

4. Klor-Con 10 mEq a day.

5. Diclofenac potassium 50 mg a day.

6. Tramadol 50 mg three times a day p.r.n.

7. Doxazosin 2 mg a day.

8. Hydralazine 25 mg twice a day.

9. Metoprolol succinate ER 50 mg a day.

10. Aspirin 81 mg a day.
The patient had seen Dr. Marr for his vision problems. The patient had seen Dr. Grant Rowland and has had steroid shots in the knee. The patient’s last visit with the eye doctor was on 05/11/2021. A referral is sent to Dr. Vasudev and Dr. Khan. I will see him in the office in a month.
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
