Mr. Rios is a 70-year-old white male who came to me with some blood and pus through the rectum. He has had a problem with perirectal abscess in the past and he felt that he had developed an abscess, but that had kind of busted on its own when he came in to see me. I told him we must do colonoscopy. When I did the blood work, I suspected he will be diabetic. He was found to have A1c of 9.9. He was started on metformin. He is tolerating the metformin well. He is here for followup on his sugars. His random sugar is 141. He states sometimes after taking the evening dose of his metformin he does feel weak. He states he had a debit account at his Prosperity Bank and somebody misused his card and he was going go to go to the bank and see if they would reverse the wrong or fraudulent charges that occurred on his debit account. The patient states he has no money to go for diagnostic colonoscopy. I encouraged him to call and make an appointment because I hate to miss an underlying colon cancer that may have given him the pus and blood in the stools, but he states the pus and blood in the stools are minimal to none right now.
