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1. PD, 57-year-old woman seen with lightheadedness, back pain, increased blood pressure which came down at discharge, diagnosed with URI, UTI, and cystitis. She had swab test, CBC, CMP, urinalysis, and CT scan. Excellent workup. The patient liked the doctor very much, treated accordingly.

2. FH, 50-year-old gentleman seen for abdominal pain. Workup consistent with blood work, urinalysis, and CT scan which showed a 2 mm kidney stone at UVJ junction with hydronephrosis. Admission was offered. He was declined. The patient was happy with the care including IV fluids, Zofran, Toradol, and morphine and very appreciative of Dr. English and his staff he tells me.

3. YY, 52-year-old woman seen with tooth abscess with increased blood pressure secondary to pain, treated with Toradol and Rocephin in the emergency room, sent home with clindamycin, was very happy with care given by Dr. English and the staff she tells me once again.

4. JW, 11-year-old child seen with sore throat. “Mother loved Dr. English”. Dr. English did soft tissue and swab testing, all were negative. Treated with Tylenol. Child doing better. Family very happy.
5. JB, 30-year-old woman seen with stomachache, headache, nausea, and cramping. The patient’s vitals were stable. She had CBC, CMP, UA, UPT, CT of the abdomen and had a GI cocktail which helped tremendously, was sent home with Pepcid. She said her stomach only hurts when she coughs since she is doing much better and thought “Dr. English was awesome”.

6. ST, 44-year-old woman seen with chest pain, severe right arm pain, and nausea x1 month. The patient had EKG, CBC, CMP, D-dimer, and cardiac workup all negative. CT of the chest and CT of the thorax all negative. Treated with Toradol in the emergency room, sent home with no medications. The patient was happy with Dr. English. She is still having some pain, going to see her PCP for further workup.

7. AP, 33-year-old woman seen with painful sunburn on her face. Diagnosed with second-degree burn on her face, treated with Toradol and Tdap in the emergency room. Pregnancy test was negative. Given Silvadene. Sent home. She did not answer the phone for future reference. Prednisone works fantastic for sunburn!
8. DT, 43-year-old woman seen with sore throat, cough, dizziness, and earache. COVID test was positive. The patient refused chest x-ray, but did have a CT scan, refused lab work, treated with Paxlovid, already feeling better. “I love Dr. English” states the patient. COVID protocol was definitely followed.
9. RB, 50-year-old male presents with cough and trouble breathing. Vitals stable. He had CBC, CMP, swab, chemistry, and chest x-ray diagnosed with exacerbation of COPD and pneumonia. Given IV fluid, Levaquin, azithromycin, Xopenex, and steroids in the emergency room, transferred to Texas Children. Excellent workup. The patient did not answer his phone. Most likely still in the hospital.
10. SB, 21-year-old man seen with shoulder pain while he was playing baseball he felt like his arm popped out and popped back in. X-rays were negative. Diagnosed with muscle sprain. He was not given any medications since he was in no pain after “it pop back in place”. The patient was very happy with Dr. English.
11. CT, 48-year-old male seen with sore throat. Swab test negative. Given Toradol and prednisone in the ER. Sent home with Amoxil. He feels like he has got COVID with severe arm pain and other COVID-19 symptoms. I recommended him having a test done at home and to get in touch with his doctor for further treatment, but he love Dr. English in the emergency room though.
12. KA, 21-year-old with allergic reaction to THC, was given Benadryl IV fluid, felt better went home. Allergic reaction was very minimal. The patient did not answer the phone.
13. SU, 58-year-old woman seen with body aches and cough. Swab test negative. Chest x-ray was not done. Diagnosed with bronchitis. Sent home with Z-PAK. The patient did not answer the phone.
14. KB, 34-year-old woman with sore throat, cough, and fatigue. The patient is pregnant. She has positive COVID. Dr. English did a good job looking up Paxlovid and the use of it in pregnancy which he documented, but nevertheless the patient declined. Also, she declined observation for IV fluids. She was not vomiting. She was doing fine. She tells me she is still doing well at home. She feels like she just had a “bad cold”, but felt like Dr. English did a great job taking care of her.
15. AJ, 40-year-old gentleman seen with kidney stone, had total workup including CT and lab work, was treated with Flomax. Given Toradol in the emergency room. Urine showed moderate amount of blood, doing much better at home today with Flomax and Motrin, was very appreciative of Dr. English’s care and the staff and kept going on and on about what a great job they did.
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
