PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, anxiety, and bipolar disorder; no change.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: See 09/30/2019.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. No drug use.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure is 150/92. Pulse is 88. Respirations 18. Afebrile.

NECK: Shows no JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

LAB WORK: In 2019.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Hypertension, controlled.

2. Anxiety. Continue with BuSpar.

3. Bipolar disorder pretty well controlled with Lamictal.

4. He has no money to repeat his blood tests from two years ago, but last blood test was within normal limits with normal liver function and normal testosterone. We will recheck that next visit. Come back in three months.
