The patient presents with inflammation and irritation of eyes, with right ear pain for the past three days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Pain in the right ear and eyes for the past three days after swimming in saltwater pool.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Autism spectrum.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past history of high-functioning autism.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild acute distress, crying, and frightened. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Eyelids are injected both eyes without crusting or matting. No ocular injuries or infection noted. Right external auditory canal was swollen and inflamed with tenderness to right external ear. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for abnormalities. Skin: Without abnormalities. Neurological: Crying with history of mild autism with difficulty with exam.

IMPRESSION: Conjunctivitis and right otitis media with history of saltwater exposure in swimming.
PLAN: The patient is given a prescription for erythromycin ophthalmic and Ciprodex, avoid saltwater for at least next week. Follow up as needed.
