The patient presents with history of runny nose followed from last visit.
PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with followup right ear condition with irrigation and removal of wax using bulb syringe, states able to remove some wax. The patient not able to get Rx for Ciprodex because pharmacy had ordered not will be available till today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Within normal limits. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight inflammation right external auditory canal. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Skin: Without rashes. Extremities: Negative. Neuropsychiatric: Negative.

Right ear was irrigated with removal of large amount of wax. The patient was advised to take over-the-counter ear drops.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Acute allergic rhinitis with upper respiratory infection, impacted cerumen with right otitis external auricle.
PLAN: Advised to pick up Rx for Ciprodex which should be now at pharmacy because of residual evidence of right otitis media. Follow up as needed.
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
