SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Sharon described she is feeling better, relaxed and cooperative. Denies any depression or sadness; however, she has undergone oral surgery and dental implantation for which she has to take oral liquid diet for the next two weeks, but she has medication and is working. She has completed physical therapy for her back pain, which has been helping her a lot. She described in winter she fell and got injury in shoulder and back, but nothing fractured. Since she is doing physical therapy, she is feeling better. I appreciated about her improvement and compliance with the medication. She denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucination. The patient was provided support and encouragement to continue treatment and keep taking her medication to which she agreed.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder, symptomatically stable, status post history of fall with back and left shoulder injury status post left knee replacement, currently undergoing oral surgery.

PLAN: Continue Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily and Vyvanse 60 mg daily. Risks, benefits and side effects are explained. The patient has been making positive improvement.
