The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: David has been cooperative, pleasant, and appropriate and described he has been doing all right. He described he has been taking his Prolixin Decanoate every month in the dose of 25 mg daily from Comprehensive Counseling and it has been helping. He stopped taking Lamictal, but he is taking Zyprexa 20 mg daily. He described at times he gets anxious, but he denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. He has been consistently taking medication, living alone, but had good communication with his parents. The patient was alert and oriented. His mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. I appreciated his coping skills and motivation and encouraged to continue with the treatment, but not to stop medication although it is okay. Lamictal is fine, but again Zyprexa he should not stop it right now. The patient agreed with the plan. He denies any tremors, akathisia or restlessness and he has been eating and sleeping well and cooking himself.
ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic paranoid, symptomatically stable.

PLAN: Continue on Prolixin Decanoate 25 mg once a month and Zyprexa 20 mg at bedtime. 30-day supply was ordered.
