REASON FOR CONSULTATION: Evaluation of cardiac medications.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 32-year-old with a history of psychiatric disorder. The patient is currently taking antipsychotic medications. The patient is referred to me for evaluation of antipsychotic medication that may affect conduction system.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Anxiety disorder.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Levetiracetam 100 mg daily, valproic acid 250 mg daily, and midodrine 5 mg two times daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No history of smoking, alcohol, or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: General: Denied any recent weight gain or weight loss. No vision or hearing impairment. Cardiovascular: As per history. Pulmonary: No history of pneumonia or COPD. Abdomen: No history of nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. Extremities: No history of arthritis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/80 mmHg, pulse rate 96, respirations 16, and weight is 205 pounds.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. A 1/6 systolic murmur heard at the left sternal border. There is no gallop or rub.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

The patient’s electrocardiogram showed sinus rhythm at a rate of 96 beats per minute. The patient has normal QT interval and a corrected QT interval.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION:  Anxiety disorder.
