Mrs. Haley is an 85-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hypothyroidism management. She was diagnosed with hypothyroidism about 11 years ago around 2011. She also has a history of chronic kidney disease stage III, depression and hyperlipidemia as well as incontinence. The patient reports some brittle nails. She denies any palpitations or tremors. She denies any changes in her weight. She denies any mood swings. She denies any hair loss or any difficulty swallowing. She is currently on Synthroid 50 mcg daily. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia.

Plan:
1. For her hypothyroidism, at this point, my recommendation is to continue the Synthroid 50 mcg daily and check a current baseline set of thyroid function studies including a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level as well as a TPO antibody level to assess for any autoimmune thyroid disease. I will also check a thyroglobulin antibody level.

2. The patient states that she is going to Arizona for about 5 to 6 months and we will follow up with her at that point when she returns.

3. For her chronic kidney disease, we will order a comprehensive metabolic panel to assess her renal status.

4. For her history of hyperlipidemia, we will recheck a lipid panel.
