Mr. Bailey was seen regarding Parkinsonism and he also has detrusor overactivity. They report visual hallucinations.

HISTORY: Mr. Bailey was seeing ghosts and bugs. He does not seem to be scared by these ghosts. This has been going on briefly. 

He has Parkinsonism and it is noted that there is cogwheeling. He needs one-person transfer. He is on Sinemet. He also has pain in his left leg and he had surgery to right leg about 10 years ago. He denies new symptoms. They do use Biofreeze to the leg and they use drink for nutrition.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or abdominal pain. No headache. No dysuria, but he does have incontinence.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He was not in acute distress. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 110/70, pulse 67, respiratory rate 18, temperature 97.3, and O2 saturation 95%. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa is normal. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. CNS: He has definite cogwheeling. He sometimes can transfer with one person. It takes much time to mobilize him. It may take 40 minutes to get him out of bed into the chair.

Assessment/plan:
1. Parkinson disease with hallucinations. We will increase the Sinemet to one tablet four times a day and for the hallucination we will add Nuplazid 34 mg daily.

2. He has detrusor overactivity and we will increase the Myrbetriq to 50 mg daily. It is also noted that he is on ropinirole 0.25 mg three times a day for Parkinsonism.

3. He has pain some of which is neuropathic and some of which maybe arthritic. He continues on tramadol 50 mg daily plus glucosamine 500 mg three times a day plus Tylenol 650 mg every four hours if needed.

4. For neuropathic pain, she is on gabapentin 100 mg daily.

5. Other than that I will continue current management.
