Ms. Swanson was seen regarding chronic dementia, hypertension, and fractured humerus.

HISTORY: Ms. Swanson had a recent fall and she fractured left humerus. She cannot use her walker due to this. She continues with therpay. She is to get Lovenox for 14 days according to ortho. Left arm is bruised and swollen and there is pain when used. She came back with a sling from the hospital with no surgery and no cast. She was in the hospital for four to five days. I am recommending using the Lovenox as directed by ortho.

She has significant dementia and she is on donepezil 5 mg daily. She has hypertension, which is relatively controlled. There are no cardiac symptoms or headaches. She does have edema for which she is on Bumex.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for headache, fever, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea or abdominal pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 110/62, temperature 97.9, pulse 81, and O2 saturation 96%. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Musculoskeletal: Left arm is bruised and swollen. There is pain when she moves.

Assessment/plan:
1. Ms. Swanson has fracture of the left humerus. She is to continue the Lovenox until complete. She is getting physical therapy. There are no plans for surgery at this point.

2. She has dementia and we are increasing the donepezil to 10 mg daily.

3. Hypertension. We will continue lisinopril 30 mg daily.

4. She is also on Bumex and potassium for edema.
