Mr. Rainbold is seen regarding hypertension, osteoarthritis, dementia, and COPD.

HISTORY: Mr. Rainbold himself is doing reasonably well. He does have some chronic left knee pain. He once had left leg surgery on the knee. He has scar there. However, it is not unbearable and he does have Celebrex and they have been using it 200 mg daily. He has hypertension, but this is currently controlled with current management. There is no headache or cardiac symptom. He has COPD, but currently denies dyspnea. He does have albuterol one puffs every fours hours available if needed and has not needed it too much lately His dementia is baseline.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No fever or chills. Eye: No complaints. ENT: No complaints. No sore throat or hoarseness. Respiratory: He is not short of breath now. No cough or phlegm. Cardiovascular: No chest pain. GI: No complaints. GU: No dysuria or other complaints. Musculoskeletal: He has scar of the left knee with some chronic changes.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/60, pulse 83, respiratory rate 16, temperature 98.5, O2 saturation 95%. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Rainbold has hypertension currently controlled with enalapril 10 mg daily.

2. He has dementia probably Alzheimer’s disease. I will continue donepezil 10 mg daily plus memantine 5 mg daily.

3. He has COPD and he may continue with albuterol one to two puffs every four hours if needed.

4. He has osteoarthritis of the knees and we will continue Celebrex 200 mg daily.

5. I will continue atorvastatin 40 mg daily for lipids. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
