PATIENT NAME: Thakker, Vasant

DATE OF SERVICE: 07/18/2022

SUBJECTIVE: This patient was initially admitted at Medical Center Hospital in June 2022 with episode of falling down after becoming unconscious for a few seconds most likely from higher dose of temazepam 30 mg daily at bedtime. Earlier, the patient had injection in the back by Dr. Othee for epidural steroid injection and she had pain for several days. The patient was subsequently sent to Encompass Health Rehabilitation Hospital and she was admitted therefrom July 1, 2022 to July 15, 2022. She was admitted for acute exacerbation of rheumatoid arthritis and she received physical therapy and she was improving. She was discharged home on July 15, 2022. The patient is doing well at present.

PLAN: The patient has lot of temazepam 30 mg. We advised her that we need to go to temazepam 15 mg at bedtime. She is going to try to remove some powder from the temazepam capsule and after she runs out of it we will order temazepam 15 mg at bedtime. We ordered several of her medicines. She is now on Lyrica it was ordered. She is also taking amlodipine only when the blood pressure is high as her blood pressure was high and amlodipine was discontinued recently. She will be followed by NurseX for home health and physical therapy. She will be seen again in about three months. She has anemia and we started her on ferrous sulfate 325 mg daily. The patient will have CBC and CMP in about one month. She will make appointment later on.
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
