CHIEF COMPLAINT: Headache, feeling facial fullness feeling pain, fevers, sinus congestion, nausea and postnasal drainage. Also, he is an avid sportsman, has been having arm pain and leg pain especially after working out. He does not use steroids or any other substances to build up muscle. He is also concerned about dizziness and family history of stroke, which killed his family members at a young age.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: None.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Does not believe in COVID immunization.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He drinks very little. He does not smoke. He works out a lot. He is married probably 16 years, has two children; one 14 and one 4. He works for a refinery and does a lot of work outside and he works out as well.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father had lymphoma because of exposure to *________* as an undercover worker. Mother has breast cancer.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 217 pounds; no significant change. Oxygenation 98%. Temperature 97.9. Respirations 16. Pulse 74. Blood pressure 140/79.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.

NECK: Shows mild lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi, otherwise clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft. There is some epigastric tenderness noted.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. He does have acute sinusitis, which we will treat with Rocephin 1 g, dexamethasone 10 mg, Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak.

2. As far as his nausea, we looked at his abdomen via ultrasound. Gallbladder looks normal. I believe his symptoms are related to postnasal drip.

3. Because of palpitations especially with exercise, we looked at his echocardiogram, which was within normal limits.
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4. With family history of stroke, we looked at his carotid, which was wide open.

5. We looked at his neck because of lymphadenopathy. There appears to be no evidence of matted lymph nodes as his father had lymphoma.
6. We looked at his legs because of leg pain and his arms. No sign of DVT or PVD noted.
Basically, he has perfect studies today except for sinusitis, which was treated. He will call us in three to five days if not better and he will come back for blood test including kidney function and liver function at a later date fasting as he states.
