CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. Fever of 103.

2. Nausea.

3. Not feeling well.

4. Frequent urination.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 2-year-old young lady who comes in today with a temperature of 103 yesterday with frequent urination. Mother is concerned about possibility of urinary tract infection.
She has been trying to bring some urine samples, but has not been able to. The child refuses to urinate in a hat and/or a cup, same thing going on here. A good thing is she is alert. She is awake. She is running around. She is in no distress. She does not appear to be septic.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date. No COVID immunization.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking exposure.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is afebrile.

VITAL SIGNS: She weighs 44 pounds. Temperature 98.9. Heart rate 100. Respirations 16. Once again, nontoxic.
HEENT: TMs are clear.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Very soft and very nontender.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Fever of 103 and frequent urination. We will treat for urinary tract infection with Keflex 250 mg/5 cc one teaspoon t.i.d. per the patient’s weight.

2. Tylenol.
3. Mother will try to bring urine sample before they start Keflex. If not, we will follow that up at a later date.

4. If develops nausea, vomiting, worsening fever or pyelonephritis type symptoms, will call us right away, none noted at this time. Once again, the child is not septic.
