CHIEF COMPLAINT: GI bleed.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Harrell is a 54-year-old gentleman with history of hypertension, diabetes, high cholesterol, history of asthma who called me on Saturday because he was having dark stool; has a history of GI bleed, he is a heavy drinker and was told to go to the emergency room in Kingwood where they saw him, the blood work was okay; his H&H was 11 and 33. He was sent home. On Monday, he went and saw Dr. Walker. Dr. Walker is in the process of setting him up for endoscopy. He is here today for followup and to get another CBC. He has been sleeping okay. No chest pain. No shortness of breath. No tachycardia. He looks weak. He looks tired, but he is worried about what is going on with him. His stool has been normal. The color has changed back to normal with no evidence of active bleeding at this time.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and diabetes.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right *________* surgery, left knee, just had a knee replacement in left and right foot.
ALLERGIES: None.

MEDICATIONS: Nexium, no aspirin, Zyrtec, Singulair, Norvasc, atorvastatin, metoprolol, losartan, metformin; by the way, blood sugars have been stable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He drinks very much, “a lot” he states especially in the past three months because of social and family issues. He does not smoke. He works in the railroad as a supervisor.
FAMILY HISTORY: Prostate cancer, coronary artery disease.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Immunization for COVID up-to-date.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 137/87. Pulse 90. Respirations 16. Temperature 98. O2 sat 98%.
NECK: No JVD.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.
ABDOMEN: Soft. There is no tenderness about the abdomen.
SKIN: No rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. History of GI bleed.
2. History of peptic ulcer disease.

3. Extensive alcohol use.

4. On Nexium.

5. Off aspirin.

6. Off anything spicy.

7. Off Motrin anti-inflammatory.

8. Hopefully, EGD and colonoscopy will be done in the next 24 hours.
9. He has had some bouts of tachycardia, none found now.
10. Diabetes controlled.

11. Hypertension controlled.
12. Check CBC and routine blood tests. We will call the patient with the results tomorrow.
13. We will have EGD and colonoscopy done once again ASAP.
