FRANCO, JUAN
Mr. Franco is a 66-year-old gentleman with history of head and neck cancer. The patient’s head and neck cancer has required chemo and radiation therapy. He was most recently on Taxol as well as Keytruda as well as carboplatin and Paraplatin in the past. The patient presented to the emergency room on or about 07/15/2022, where he was complaining of chest pain, shortness of breath and not feeling well. He has also lost more weight. His chemotherapy has been discontinued because he was not able to tolerate the chemotherapy as prescribed. He was found to have 25% increase in baseline of the extensive recurrent tumor of the left neck. There is extensive progressive recurrent tumor on the left lower posterolateral neck extending to the axilla and chest wall that can be correlated with chest CT, also tumor thrombus suspected in the left subclavian vein and pulmonary metastasis.
The patient subsequently was stabilized in the emergency room, was started on pain medication, long conversation with family ensued, which further more showed the fact that the patient is no longer a candidate for chemotherapy and, given his worsening symptoms, he was admitted to hospice for further care. He now has pulmonary metastasis new, pleural lesion new, bony metastasis new, pleural effusion and atelectasis and/or pneumonia. On hospice, the patient will require pain management. His pain was reported at 8/10. His KPS score is 30%. He is expected to do poorly in the next few weeks and death will be imminent at that time. Family aware of his grave prognosis and the patient will be taken home to his family with his wife by side and the hospice with the help of hospice care through usher the patient into death in a comfortable and humane manner.
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
