KIRKLAND, MICHAEL
Mr. Kirkland is a 61-year-old gentleman being recertified for hospice with history of end-stage COPD, hypertension, pneumonia, pulmonary hypertension, large cyst on top of his head, and chronic shortness of breath. The patient is requiring nebulizer treatment on regular basis as well as O2. He has a KPS score of 40%. He is much more short of breath than when he came on. He has lost 7 pounds. He is not eating and suffers from pain and anxiety requiring medications at all times. He is at a high risk of fall and he is spending most of his time in bed about 12 to 18 hours a day or sometimes all day long because of the fact that any kind of movement in and out of bed or any type of movement in general causes the patient to have severe pain. Furthermore, the patient has abdominal pain and constipation on chronic basis, peripheral edema secondary to pulmonary hypertension and cor pulmonale. KPS score of 40%. He is responsive, but at times very confused most likely because of his severe COPD and his anxiety. His skin appears to be intact at this time. He is tolerating the O2 at 2 liters most of the time quite well. He has issues with sputum production secondary to COPD most consistent with chronic bronchitis type COPD. Overall, prognosis remains poor and he is expected to do poorly. He has definitely regressed significantly since last recertification because I mentioned above and expected to live less than six months.
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
