The patient presents with complaints of headache, runny nose, and sore throat for the past two days *__________* for the past two days.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough, sore throat, and sinus pain for three days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She has a history of hypothyroidism, GERD, and hypertension.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy, back, stomach, knee surgeries, and breast reduction.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Lisinopril and pantoprazole.

ALLERGIES: SULFA.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Taking one-half of blood pressure pill, causing vertigo if she takes a full pill, controlling blood pressure. Past History: Being worked up by Dr. Moparty with recent endoscopy and HIDA scan with continued evaluation. History of perforated septum from the nasal polyp with cautery as child and history of allergic rhinitis.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection with sinusitis and pharyngitis.
PLAN: She was given Rocephin and Dexa with Medrol and Z-PAK. Follow up as needed and routine care. Continue GI workup with Dr. Moparty.
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
