The patient presents for refills of Vyvanse.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Here for refills.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes, high blood pressure, hyperlipidemia, insomnia, and attention deficit disorder.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: She has had a complete hysterectomy and surgery on the right ear.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: The patient is on Vyvanse, atorvastatin, and metformin.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No problems. Past history of diabetes, hypertension, high lipid disease, insomnia, and adult attention deficit disorder as above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness or deformity. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Without lesions. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

PLAN: The patient had obtained refills. Recommended to get a yearly ultrasound. Return in about a week. The patient is given Ambien and Vyvanse. Follow up in one month.
