HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with hypertrophic cardiomyopathy, atrial fibrillation, status post ablation status post defibrillator implantation. The patient is doing well. The patient denied any palpitation or therapy from the device. However, the patient is complaining of episodes of chest pain.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Metoprolol 50 mg daily, verapamil 240 mg daily and aspirin.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 106/78 mmHg, pulse 83, and respirations 16.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. A 2/6 systolic murmur heard at the left sternal border. There is no gallop or rub.
ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION:
1. Hypertrophic cardiomyopathy.
2. Paroxysmal atrial fibrillation status post ablation.
RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient’s device interrogation showed the patient had episode of T-wave oversensing that he had in the past. The patient received inappropriate shock for T-wave sensing in the past. The patient’s episode lasted seven seconds. I will reprogram the device for a less sensitive. I will also repeat the echocardiogram to reassess the gradient close aortic valve and also a Persantine Cardiolite study to rule out any coronary artery disease. I will follow the patient after above test.
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
