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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with history of atrial fibrillation status post ablation status post pacemaker implantation. The patient is here for followup. The patient now has persistent atrial fibrillation. The patient is complaining of hemoptysis by taking anticoagulation. Because of that the patient is only taking infrequently anticoagulation. The patient’s pacemaker interrogation showed normal function.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/82 mmHg, pulse 60, respirations 16 and weight 220 pounds.
HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. A 1/6 systolic murmur heard at the left sternal border. There is no gallop or rub.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

The patient’s echocardiogram showed normal left ventricular function.
CLINICAL IMPRESSION:
1. Atrial fibrillation.

2. Bradyarrhythmia status post pacemaker implantation.
3. Anticoagulation intolerance.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Discussed with the patient the option of Watchman device implantation that may help in to discontinue anticoagulation after six weeks. The patient agreed for the procedure.
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
