CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a preop physical for left ankle surgery.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had left foot surgery last week and is scheduled again for the completion of the surgery tomorrow. The patient has difficulty walking in the left foot. As a preop, the patient had CBC and WBC was slightly elevated and the patient stated that he had no fever or chills, no cough, no sputum production. He was not exposed to any infections or allergies. The patient also denied any urinary incontinence, calf swelling, or burning urination.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe back pain, or skin rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for seizure disorder and he is on Depakote 500 mg two tablets in the night and 250 mg one in the afternoon as prescribed by neurologist.
The patient is also on lamotrigine 150 mg twice a day as per neurologist.

The patient is on acetaminophen plus codeine 300/30 mg one tablet twice a day as needed for severe foot pain.

ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he is currently off the work due to foot problem and the patient smokes half pack of cigarettes per day. He has no history of substance abuse.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active. There is no suprapubic or CVA tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate with slow gait due to left foot pain and the patient uses crutches all the time.
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
