HISTORY: This is a 61-year-old gentleman here for a followup. The patient was seen here on 07/19/2022 for UTI, painful urination, and BPH. He was prescribed Cipro and Flomax and is here for a followup and lab review. He indicated that he is feeling much better after taking the Cipro. However, he states he does not want the Flomax anymore, he preferred to take doxazosin; he spoke to a family member who stated he is taking doxazosin and preferred to be on that medication also.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 130/70.

Pulse 80.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No respiratory distress. No use of accessory muscles.
CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

ASSESSMENT:
1. BPH.

2. Elevated creatinine.

3. Elevated PSA.
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PLAN: Labs were reviewed. The patient’ labs revealed elevated creatinine. Approximately, seven months ago, it was 1.42, today, it is 1.46. PSA is elevated at 4.6.
The patient was advised to return another day so we can repeat this creatinine and his PSA. He states he will be back tomorrow morning because he came too late today. I changed his medication from Flomax to doxazosin; it will be doxazosin 2 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90. He is strongly advised to continue Cipro until it is all gone.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
