Chief Complaints: Ms. Tammy Lynn Kelley is a 56-year-old white female who is here with chief complaints of:

1. Bipolar disorder and she is going to MHMR for care of her bipolar disorder.

2. She has history of coronary artery disease and has had two stents placed recently.

3. She recently had a surgery for vulvectomy at Scott & White Clinic in Temple, Texas for vulvar cancer and it was extensive surgery removing lymph nodes because the biopsy was positive for cancer and had to be sent to Temple for further care. She states she still has stitches and is awaiting the final pathology report.

History of Present Illness: The patient states in October 2021, the patient was sitting and she developed left-sided chest pain radiating to left arm; for which reason, she was seen in the emergency room and found to have abnormal EKG and heart catheterization done and she had one stent placed. She did well for just few months when she had similar pain again in 2022, and she went to ER again and another heart catheterization done and another stent was placed. Since then, she has not had any major problem, but she states she was found to have a mass in her vulvovaginal area when she had gone to see the doctor and the biopsy was positive and the patient was referred to Scott & White Clinic in Temple for extensive vulvar cancer. Biopsy of the extent of the cancer is still awaited and the patient still has stitches. She was just discharged a few days ago from the hospital. The patient states she has had bipolar disorder for a longtime and she goes to MHMR and she states her bipolar disorder is controlled on Cymbalta, Latuda, hydroxyzine and Klonopin.

Medications: Medications at home include:

1. Stool softeners.

2. Ibuprofen.

3. Zofran for nausea.

4. Polyethylene glycol for constipation.

5. Amlodipine for blood pressure.

6. Atorvastatin for cholesterol.

7. Clonazepam for anxiety.

8. Plavix.

9. Duloxetine.
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10. Gabapentin.

11. Isosorbide mononitrate.

12. Levothyroxine.

13. Latuda.

14. Hydroxyzine.

Personal History: She states she was married three times; the first marriage was for seven years, the second marriage lasted for four years and the third marriage lasted for 23 years, but the patient’s husband left her after 23 years of marriage last year. She has four children, youngest is 30-year-old. The patient states she has not had the job in last 12 years when she worked as a convenient store clerk and, prior to that, she worked as a teacher’s aide when her children were little. She states one of her daughters is in air force and tries to help her out in the past one year. The patient vapes. She denies drinking alcohol or doing drugs.

Family History: Her parents are deceased. The patient is adopted.

Physical Examination:
General: Exam reveals Ms. Tammy Lynn Kelley to be a 56-year-old white female who is awake, alert and oriented, in no acute distress. She is right-handed.

Vital Signs:

Height 5’5”.

Weight 225 pounds.

Blood pressure 144/90.

Pulse 58 per minute.

Pulse oximetry 99%.

Temperature 96.2.

BMI 38.

Snellen’s Test: Vision without glasses:

Right eye 20/100.

Left eye 20/200.

Both eyes 20/100.

With glasses vision:

Right eye 20/40.

Left eye 20/50.

Both eyes 20/40.

She does not have hearing aid.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit. Thyroid is not palpable.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.
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Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema.

Neurologic: Cranial nerves II through XII are intact. Overall, motor system, sensory system and reflexes appear normal. The patient seems very uncomfortable either she would sit down or stand up because of recent total vulvectomy and still the patient is having stitches and the patient is in moderate pain. The patient is right-handed and has good grip in her hands. Range of motion of all joints appears normal.
Review of Records sent by TRC: Reveals records of Baylor Scott & White Health of 07/14/22 admission and discharge of 07/16/22 for vulvar cancer. The patient was sent home on oxycodone.

The Patient’s Problems are:

1. History of long-standing bipolar disorder, under care of MHMR.

2. History of coronary artery disease with placement of two stents.

3. Recent diagnosis of extensive vulvar cancer with vulvectomy as the surgery just done less than a week ago and waiting to see the extent of spread of cancer from the biopsy report.
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
