CALLIHAN, CECIL H.
This is a 74-year-old gentleman with history of prostate cancer, multiple metastases, treated with Lupron for one and half years. He stopped the medication a year ago. Subsequently, he has been on Casodex since he was not able to tolerate Lupron any longer. His last PSA was 23. He also has been on Zometa and Orgovyx in the past. Despite very aggressive treatment for prostate cancer, the patient’s condition has deteriorated. He is anemic at H&H of 9 and 27. He has demonstrated weight loss, decreased appetite, increased liver function tests; alkaline phosphatase of 548 with CEA of 437 and PSA of 404, all quite abnormal consistent with prostate cancer with multiple metastases. The patient has now decided to stop all chemotherapy and has opted for hospice. The patient is in pain at all times. He requires pain medication on a regular basis. He is also weak as I mentioned, has protein-calorie malnutrition and weight loss. He requires help with ADL and hospice nurse will be to help the patient and family members with education and nurse aides with ADL and bathing at home. The patient most likely has less than six months to live. The patient has decreased albumin of 2.9 and interestingly protein-calorie malnutrition and meets the hospice criteria given his advanced and nonresponsive nature of his cancer at this time.
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
